The Japanese ryokan (traditional inn) is an experience that visitors should not
overlook. Ryokan offer the best in Japanese food, service, and traditional
atmosphere.

Before you step inside a ryokan, remove your shoes and put on a pair of slippers.
Slippers are worn everywhere inside, except on the fatami matting, where you
should walk in bare feet or in socks. You may need thick socks if the weather is
cold.
